Palm Tran Connection is the share 
ride public transportation established 
in Palm Beach County. The paratransit 
service schedules all trips, prepares 
vehicle manifests, handles customer 
concerns and commendations, 
determines eligibility and monitors 
performance.

The TD Program is sponsored by 
the State of Florida Transportation 
Disadvantaged Trust Fund, and 
overseen by the Palm Beach County 
Board of County Commissioners.

Palm Tran’s paratransit division, provides 
door-to-door service for all of Palm Beach 
County’s Transportation Disadvantaged (TD) 
residents.

Palm Tran’s fixed-route buses are fully ADA 
comparable, automatic stop announcement 
systems, and bicycle racks.

“Transportation disadvantaged” means those 
individuals who, because of physical or mental 
disability, income status or age are unable to 
transport themselves, use a fixed route bus 
or purchase transportation. These individuals 
are therefore dependent upon others to obtain 
access to health care, employment, education, 
shopping, social activities, or other life-
sustaining activities.

(Same 
day bookings are 
not accepted).
